A talk that is geared to parents to increase their awareness of the dangers 
that surround their children as they grow up and and how to train their 
children to recognize and avoid these dangers.

This presentation includes the following topics: Things to consider before the 
visit, Planning for a successful home visit, Safety tips to and from the visit, 
Things to consider during the visit.

‘Business Crime Prevention’
